IMPORTANT TO FOLLOW REVISED NUTRIENT MANAGEMENT STANDARD
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Most Kentucky agricultural producers are required to follow the Natural Resources Conservation Service(s practice code for nutrient management planning. This standard, the Practice Code 590-Nutrient Management, recently has been revised by the NRCS.

The Kentucky Agriculture Water Quality Act requires a nutrient management plan when producers apply commercial fertilizer or animal manure to their land. This management plan,  following the NRCS standard, must be part of your agriculture water quality plan specifically when you use Livestock Best Management Practice number 11 (Nutrient Management) and/or Livestock BMP number 17 (Poultry Facilities).

In most cases, producers can create their own nutrient management plans.

Some educational materials developed by the Kentucky Cooperative Extension Service can help you develop the plan. A  publication, (Nutrient Management in Kentucky,( and a video, (Nutrient Management for Farms,( explain what is involved in nutrient management planning. These are available through your (COUNTY NAME) Cooperative Extension Service.

A certified nutrient management plan is required of agricultural producers under certain conditions. The certified plan is necessary if you are in one of the following situations: participate in a state or federal cost-share program, apply for a Kentucky Pollution Discharge Elimination System Operating Permit or a Kentucky No Discharge Operating Permit for an animal feeding operation, or request NRCS assistance on nutrient management issues.

If you need a certified nutrient management plan, contact the local NRCS office, Conservation District office, or other agricultural consultant for assistance.
