An annual campaign that encourages Americans to recycle and buy recycled products has a new name, a new theme and an expanded purpose.  

America Recycles 2004 is the name of what formerly was America Recycles Day. "It all Comes Back to You" is the theme.  A focus on recycling throughout the year is the broader purpose.

The group altered its identification to stress the importance of recycling and buying recycled on a year-round basis for these practices to make a major difference.

The new theme presents multiple messages.  One is that recycled products or materials can return to consumers as a new product. Another message is that recycled items come back as an improved environment, preserved resource and enhanced community well-being.  A third message is that it is up to everyone to recycle. 

People who make a pledge to do more for the nation's recycling efforts will be eligible for prizes.  Someone age 18 years or older will win a Ford Escape Hybrid, which combines SUV capability with the fuel economy and low environmental impact of a full hybrid.  America Recycles 2004 also will award prizes to people under age 18 years who pledge to help recycling efforts. The youth grand prizes are five Trek Model 4300 24-speed bicycles made from recycled aluminum.
